Tory-run Mid Sussex District has
given away property rights worth
£millions in controversial
arrangements with property
company Thornfields.
Councillor Brian Hall reports that the
deal gives the property company
valuable rights over most of the
property assets of the District Council.
The Audit Commission  who reviewed
the deal have described it as “exposing
the council to a number of risks.”
Lib Dem Cllrs who have been critical of
many recent decisions of the Tories
running the council, and exposed the
Big Culture Show losses are concerned
that, due to the council’s dire financial
position, it has effectively mortgaged
all of its property to make ends meet.

Audit slams Tory Council
Tory-run Mid Sussex is fifth from
bottom in a league table of over 230
District Councils for its performance
according to the Audit Commission.
