STOP THE POST OFFICE
CLOSURES CAMPAIGN
Local Lib Dem campaigner, Serena Tierney condemned the
government’s policy  of  closure for 2,500 post offices as
unfair, unkind and unnecessary.
"Here in Mid Sussex, we have already lost 8 post offices since this
government came to power despite strong local campaigns to save
them. Now our local communities face losing even more post offices.
"It is unfair - the government has again failed to hear what people
are saying: the post office network is a much-valued service and
should be designed to reflect local needs.
"It is unkind because the government has still not announced which
post offices are under threat. Many sub-postmasters run other busi-
nesses that are vital to the local com-
munity and depend on the post office
income to make ends meet.
" And it is unnecessary because in-
stead of a further round of cuts, the
Government could adopt Liberal
Democrats plans for the Post Office.
Then they would be able to invest an
additional £2 billion in the network
and safeguard the future of our local
post offices. "The Conservatives
have nothing to offer our post offic-
es. 3,500 post offices closed during the last Conservative govern-
ment. They totally failed to take action to save the post office
network. The Conservatives still do not have a plan. "Only the
Liberal Democrats have a fully-funded plan to save the post office."
